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work and efforts of so many others including all of the WAA Board 
Members, WAA Headquarters’ staff, location coordinators, donors, 
sponsorship groups, trucking partners and millions of volunteers, a third 
of whom were children, who certainly demonstrated WAA’s 2024 theme 
to “Live With Purpose.” Through their combined efforts WAA was able to 
place more than 3 million veterans’ wreaths at over 4,900 locations to 
thank and never forget the service and sacrifice of our veterans and their 
families.
Once again the U.S. Congress passed a unanimous resolution making 
December 14, 2024, National Wreaths Across America Day, recognizing 
the 33rd consecutive year of veterans’ wreaths being placed at Arlington 
National Cemetery, which began when Morrill Worcester, our WAA 
Founder, brought the first truck load of 5,000 wreaths to Arlington in 
1992. Through our enhanced operations and dedicated outreach efforts 
with WAA’s curriculum series, we have made remarkable strides in 
support of the “Live With Purpose” theme by providing exciting 
educational resources for teachers to use in developing school curriculum 
for our next generations to understand the value of Freedom. WAA’s 
Mobile Educational Exhibit staff continued touring throughout the 
country raising awareness for the public to better understand WAA’s 
mission and to recognize and welcome home hundreds of Vietnam 
veterans.
Again, I appreciate the support over the past year and I thank all of you 
for never forgetting our veterans, past and present, for what they have 
done to preserve and protect our freedoms.
As we begin looking forward to 2025 and our theme of “Keep Moving 
Forward,” our goal will be to face and overcome any and all challenges 
we may encounter as an organization, but to also learn from others who 
have experienced difficulties within their own lives yet have adapted and 
chosen to keep moving forward to benefit themselves and others.
I appreciate the support you have again given me as your Chairman and I 
thank all of you for your efforts to never forgetting our veterans, past and 
present, for what they have done to preserve and protect our freedoms.

“Over the course of the last year, and then especially on 
the escort to Arlington last December, I listened to people 
who had gone through great adversity, and they'd taken 
that adversity and turned it around as a call to action to 
spend the rest of their lives making sure that every day 
was meaningful and that they lived with purpose,” said 
Worcester. “For me, to live with purpose is a mindset.”
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Wreaths Across America hosted 31 Gold Star Families in 2024 in the renovation bed and 
breakfast. We had several Gold Star Family Members visit, tour and stay at the Gold Star House 
during the Flying Tiger Line Flight Memorial Ceremonies, Stem to Stone, and the Escort to 
Arlington.

Gold Star mothers Dolly Sullivan and Lorna Harris gave many elementary and middle school 
students from surrounding towns tours. Over the summer, Lorna Harris hosted a Gold Star 
Mother from New Jersey and her husband as well as Norma Donlon, widow of Medal of Honor 
Recipient Col Roger Donlon, and his daughter and granddaughter. Five National Honor Society 
students and their teacher visited Wreaths Across America from Katahdin High School in 
Stacyville, Maine. Teachers and students got to tour the house, museum, tiplands for some tree 
tagging, the Chapel, Lindberg Crate and factory visit with our founder, Morrill Worcester.  The 
Gold Star House was beautifully decorated for Christmas by Gold Star Moms from all over that 
joined for the escort.

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New TEACH Program
In keeping with the 2024 theme, “Live with Purpose,” 
and the organization’s commitment to teach the next 
generation the value of freedom through stories of 
courage and character,  we were proud to see huge 
growth in our TEACH program. 

In 2024, WAA continued to produce “Teaching Times With 
Wreaths Across America.”  The quarterly digital newsletter was 
sponsored by a donation from RSM. Four editions of the 
newsletter were emailed to 15,222 subscribers across the country. 
Fifty nine new lesson plans and educational materials for grades K-
12 were added to the Teach Page in 2024. Teachers Pay Teachers 
(TPT) followers are educators who subscribe to the WAA TPT page. 
WAA’s followers increased from 155 in 2023 to 296 in 2024, this 
was an increase of 91%.

The Year-round Mission at a Glance

The poem detailing the making of a veteran’s wreath was initially written by the organization’s 
founder, Morrill Worcester, for Mary and Lloyd Byers, Gold Star parents of Capt. Joshua Byers. 

It  is only fitting that the theme for 2025 should reflect this same spirit, a call to action for our 
volunteers and supporters in the communities they serve.

Joshua Byers was the Company Commander of Fox Troop in the 2/3ACR service in Iraq in 2003 
when an IED struck his Humvee. As the smoke filled the air, Josh gave his driver a last 
command: “…keep moving forward.” Though Josh didn’t make it home, this command saved 
lives and became a battle cry for his unit and family. 

“There will always be challenges to overcome as individuals, communities and a country, but 
we must keep moving forward together,” said Karen Worcester, executive director of Wreaths 
Across America. “This year, we will share not only the Byers’ story of resilience but also the 
stories of many others who continue to live with purpose every day and have chosen to keep 
moving forward.”
