Why “Remember Me”?
As America approaches its 250th anniversary, we wanted a theme that honors the 

deeply personal sacrifices behind our nation’s freedom.

While we often honor service members collectively, each one had an individual story 
that shaped the freedoms we enjoy today.

“Maybe they don’t forget about you, but they forget to remember you.”

Who Does “Remember Me” Honor?
Every service member from the Revolutionary War to those serving today. 

Both the known and the unknown.

Those whose families have long passed, leaving only markers and silence — and 
veterans whose stories risk being lost to time.



2026 Theme: Remember Me
How to Participate

There are four main ways to bring focus to our theme “Remember Me”:

❖ Share stories of veterans using #RememberMe
❖ Encourage people to share local names and stories through MemoryFox
❖ Listen and learn through Wreaths Across America Radio
❖ Volunteer or sponsor a wreath for National Wreaths Across America Day 

on Saturday, December 19, 2026

What to Share with #RememberMe
Share the story of a service member whose name deserves to be remembered. This 

could be a family member, a local hero, someone you knew personally, or 
someone whose grave marker you’ve seen but never knew.

Include their name, branch of service, and what made their story special.
Photos are encouraged, but not required.

Using the Theme Locally
We encourage all Group Leaders and Location Coordinators to incorporate the 

“Remember Me” theme into their 2026 ceremonies, promotional materials, 
community outreach efforts, and social media posts using #RememberMe.

❖ Check in with your cemetery and ask if there are any changes or feedback to 
incorporate into this year’s planning.

❖ Reach out to last year’s sponsorship groups — thank them for their support 
and let them know how much you’d appreciate their help  again this year.

If you’re a Sponsorship Group Leader:

❖ Connect with your Location Coordinator to offer help with planning and 
share what you’re doing for community outreach this year.

❖ Start reaching out to local businesses and applying for grants — many 
organizations are setting their giving budgets right now.
